What is ENERGY STAR?

· ENERGY STAR is a government-backed symbol for energy efficiency.

· Products that earn the ENERGY STAR prevent greenhouse gas emissions by meeting strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the US Environmental Protection Agency and the US Department of Energy.

· Products that have earned the ENERGY STAR save energy, money, and help protect the environment.

ENERGY STAR Qualified Home Electronics:

· ENERGY STAR qualified home electronics consume less energy (0 to 6 watts) in standby or “off” mode than conventional models (up to 12 watts) due to manufacturers incorporating the latest technology such as: 

· Special chargers that prevent overcharging of cordless telephone batteries

· Choosing a more efficient power supply (switch mode power supply)

· Energy-efficient displays

· Flash memory or Static RAM that manages power use
