ENERGY STAR encourages all Americans to look for home electronics that have earned the ENERGY STAR . . . and give the gift of the environment this holiday season. 

Save Energy

· By 2015, home electronics and small appliances will be responsible for almost 50% of all household electricity use. 

· In the average home, 75% of all electricity used to power home electronics is consumed while the products are turned off.  ENERGY STAR qualified home electronics products in the off position use up to 50% less energy than conventional equipment.

· Each year, Americans spend more money to power home audio equipment when turned off than when actually in use.  ENERGY STAR qualified home electronics products in the off position use up to 50% less energy than conventional equipment.

· Twenty-two percent of all households are likely to buy a DVD player this year.  If these households chose ENERGY STAR over standard models, the electricity savings would equal over 3.5 billion kWh.  

· Cordless phones, answering machines, and combination units are the latest ENERGY STAR qualified home electronics.  Nearly 90 percent of all energy used to power these devices is expended during standby—or while not in use.  ENERGY STAR qualified telephones require one-third of the power used by conventional phones while in standby.

Help Protect the Environment

· In the US, the electricity consumed by home electronics while they are off equals the annual output of 12 power plants.

· The average home has approximately 2 TVs, a VCR, a DVD player and 3 telephones.  If these items were replaced with ENERGY STAR qualified models in every American home, we would prevent the emissions of more than 200 billion pounds of greenhouse gases—equivalent to taking over 1.5 million cars off the road.

· If all home electronics sold in the US this year were ENERGY STAR, we would eliminate 27 billion pounds of air pollution—the equivalent of removing more than 350,000 cars from the road.

· Products that have earned the ENERGY STAR prevent greenhouse gases by meeting strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the US Environmental Protection Agency and the US Department of Energy.  

· ENERGY STAR qualified DVD players come with all the latest features -- including progressive scan -- plus, they're good for the environment.  If all DVD players sold this year carried the ENERGY STAR, the environmental benefit would be equivalent to removing 4.5 billion pounds of air pollution from our air or 50,000 cars from the road.

· You can find the ENERGY STAR on most home electronics products—from standard TVs, to HD-ready TVs, to the largest flat-screen plasma TVs.  And when you choose a TV that has earned the ENERGY STAR, you'll help the environment.  If every TV sold this year carried the ENERGY STAR, it would be equivalent to taking 70,000 cars off the road and mean 9 billion pounds less air pollution.

· If all cordless phones, answering machines, and combination units sold this year were ENERGY STAR qualified, we would reduce air pollution by over 650 million pounds, the equivalent of taking more than 7,000 cars off the road.

Save Money

· Americans spend $1 billion each year to power their TVs and VCRs when they are switched off.

· If half of all US households replaced their regular TV with an ENERGY STAR qualified model, the change would save $1.5 billion per year in energy costs.

· Six out of the top seven electronics products on the wish lists of Americans last year were available in ENERGY STAR qualified models.

· Thirteen percent of all holiday shoppers were likely to give home electronics to their loved ones last year.  Choose ENERGY STAR and give the gift everyone will love – a cleaner environment for future generations.

· In 2002, American’s spent $13.1 billion on electronics during the holiday season alone.  Think of the potential energy and money savings if all of those products were ENERGY STAR!
