· The ENERGY STAR Change a Light, Change the World Campaign is a challenge to all Americans [every fall] to change to lighting products that have earned the ENERGY STAR—to save energy, money, and protect the environment.

Describing ENERGY STAR: 

· Products that earn the ENERGY STAR prevent greenhouse gas emissions [or protect the environment] by meeting strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the US Department of Energy (DOE).  

· When you choose [product name] that has earned the ENERGY STAR, you can trust that it meets strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Department of Energy (DOE).  

· Choose [an] ENERGY STAR [qualified] [product name] to make a difference for the environment while also saving you energy and money. 

General Facts:

· ENERGY STAR qualified lighting provides more light while using 2/3 less energy than standard incandescent lighting.

· The average home is responsible for more air pollution than the average car.  

· The average household spends $1,300 each year on their energy bills.  By choosing ENERGY STAR qualified products, you can cut this by 30%, saving about $400 each year.

· For every product that you buy that runs on electricity, there are two price tags: the price you pay at the time of purchase and the price you pay on your energy bills to operate the product over time.  An ENERGY STAR qualified [product] may cost you more upfront, but in the long run, it is a great investment [for you and the environment].

· ENERGY STAR qualified bulbs are so energy-efficient that they pay for themselves. In fact, you can save $25 in energy costs over the life of each ENERGY STAR qualified CFL (compact fluorescent light bulb) that replaces a 75-watt incandescent bulb. 

· Did you know that 90% of an incandescent bulb’s energy escapes as heat and only 10% is used for light? ENERGY STAR qualified bulbs use 2/3 less energy and cooler to the touch.

· Incredibly, one 20-watt ENERGY STAR qualified bulbs provides the same amount of light as a 60-watt incandescent bulb.

· ENERGY STAR qualified bulbs make changing bulbs a thing of the past. An ENERGY STAR qualified bulb lasts approximately 4 years and uses two-thirds less energy than a standard bulb. 
· Changing your bulb to one that has earned the ENERGY STAR can make a difference. ENERGY STAR qualified bulbs prevent more than 500 pounds of greenhouse gas emissions over their lifetime.  This is the equivalent of saving 445 pounds of coal from being burned to generate electricity.  
· Make your next light bulb an ENERGY STAR, and save energy, money, and the environment.

· Imagine changing your bulb only once every 7 years! The pin-based CFLs (compact fluorescent light bulb) used in ENERGY STAR qualified fixtures last up to 10 times longer than standard incandescent bulbs, which means you’ll never be left in the dark.

· When you choose ENERGY STAR qualified light fixtures, you’ll use up to two-thirds less energy than standard fixtures, which means big savings for you and the environment.

· In addition to looking great, ENERGY STAR qualified fixtures will make you feel great. ENERGY STAR qualified fixtures produce less heat (about 70% less) so they’re safer to operate and can help you cut energy costs associated with cooling your home in warmer months.

· Choose ENERGY STAR qualified fixtures and save energy, money, and the environment.

· Typical halogen bulbs found in halogen torchiere floor lamps can burn dangerously hot—up to 1,100ºF. That’s hot enough to cook an egg! Choose ENERGY STAR qualified torchiere lamps, hard-wired with bulbs that operate at less than 100ºF and are cool to the touch.

· Did you know that the average home has approximately 30 lights?  By replacing the five most frequently used lights in your home with ENERGY STAR qualified lighting, you can save about $70 each year in energy costs.

· When comparing energy-saving lighting to standard lighting, it is important to consider the light output, or lumens.  With ENERGY STAR qualified light bulbs or fixtures, you get the same amount of light but you use fewer Watts of energy.  For example, a 20-Watt energy-saving bulb will provide the same amount of light/lumens (or more) as a 60W incandescent one.

· If one room in every US household was brightened by ENERGY STAR qualified lighting,

· We would save more than 800 billion kWh of energy and keep one trillion pounds of greenhouse gases out of the air [over the lifetime of the fixtures and bulbs]; 

· The change would save Americans over $3 billion annually in electricity costs;
· Our annual energy savings alone would be equivalent to the annual output of more than 21 power plants;

· Our annual energy savings could light more than 34 million US homes for one year; 

· The annual energy savings would be equivalent to removing more than 8 million cars from the road for one year.
