Campaign Call-to-Action Messages

· Make your next light an ENERGY STAR.

· (Expanded version) Help protect our environment for future generations. Make your next light an ENERGY STAR. Change a light and change the world.

· Change 5 lights.

· The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency is encouraging every American to “Change 5 lights.” If every U.S. household replaced their 5 most frequently used light fixtures or the bulbs in them with ones that have earned the ENERGY STAR, not only would each home save more than $60 a year in energy costs, we'd collectively prevent air pollution equivalent to the emissions from 8 million cars.

Campaign Call-to-Action with 2004 Public Service Announcement’s “5 Steps” 

· Replace your five most frequently used light fixtures or the bulbs in them with models that have earned the ENERGY STAR.

· Other easy actions Americans can take to make their homes more energy efficient:

1. Look for other products that earn the ENERGY STAR, including home office equipment, home electronics and appliances; 

2. Heat and cool your home smartly—have your system checked annually and remember to clean or replace air filters regularly; 

3. Seal up your home with adequate insulation to stay comfortable and save energy; 

4. Tell family and friends—help spread the word that energy efficiency is good for your home and good for the environment.

Describing the 2004 ENERGY STAR Change a Light Campaign:

· The ENERGY STAR Change a Light, Change the World Campaign is a challenge from the U.S. government to all Americans [every fall] to make their next light an ENERGY STAR, and collectively help protect the environment while saving energy and money. If every U.S. household replaced their 5 most frequently used light fixtures or the bulbs in them with ones that have earned the ENERGY STAR, not only would each home save more than $60 a year in energy costs, we'd collectively prevent air pollution equivalent to the emissions from 8 million cars.

· [Partner name] is partnering with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Department of Energy [this fall] to encourage Americans to change to lighting products that have earned the ENERGY STAR for high efficiency to help protect the environment while saving energy and money.

Describing ENERGY STAR: 

· Products that earn the ENERGY STAR prevent greenhouse gas emissions [or protect the environment] by meeting strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE).  

· When you choose [light bulbs or light fixtures] that have earned the ENERGY STAR, you can trust that they meet strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE).  

· Choose [an] ENERGY STAR [light bulb or light fixture] to make a difference for the environment while also saving energy and money.
General Facts:

· ENERGY STAR qualified lighting uses two-thirds less energy than standard incandescent lighting.

· For every product that you buy that runs on electricity, there are two price tags: the price you pay at the time of purchase and the price you pay on your energy bills to operate the product over time. ENERGY STAR qualified lighting may cost you more up front, but in the long run, it is a great investment [for you and the environment].

· Your home can cause twice as much air pollution [greenhouse gas emissions] as your car.  

· The average household spends $1,400 each year on their energy bills. By choosing ENERGY STAR qualified products, you can cut this by 30 percent, saving more than $400 each year.

Light Bulb Sample Copy:

· ENERGY STAR qualified light bulbs last six times longer than standard bulbs and use a lot less energy, so they save you money and help protect the environment at the same time. Choose ENERGY STAR qualified products from [Partner name] and Change a Light, Change the World.

· ENERGY STAR qualified light bulbs may cost more up front, but they pay for themselves and help prevent air pollution by using less energy. Not only can you can save $25 in energy costs over the life of each ENERGY STAR qualified bulb, but using less energy means fewer fossil fuels are burned at power plants.  
· Each ENERGY STAR qualified light bulb can prevent more than 500 pounds of greenhouse gas emissions over its lifetime. This is the equivalent of saving 445 pounds of coal from being burned to generate electricity.
· Make your next light bulb an ENERGY STAR, and save energy, money, and the environment.

Light Fixture Sample Copy:

· Beautify the environment inside and outside your home by choosing ENERGY STAR qualified light fixtures [or lighting].

· It’s easy to see that ENERGY STAR qualified fixtures add style to any decor. But what you can’t see is that they help to beautify our environment by using less energy and preventing air pollution. So when you look to brighten your home, choose an ENERGY STAR and Change a Light, Change the World.

Ceiling Fan Sample Copy

· Many ceiling fans are used for general lighting, as they’re usually mounted in the center of a room.

· Did you know that there are two ways to purchase ENERGY STAR qualified ceiling fans with lighting?  

1. Ceiling fan with ENERGY STAR qualified lighting attached and sold as a unit.

2. Ceiling fan and ENERGY STAR qualified ceiling fan light kit sold separately, attachable to the fan after purchase. Note that for the ceiling fan to meet ENERGY STAR standards for energy efficiency, the light kit must earn the ENERGY STAR.
· ENERGY STAR qualified ceiling fans with lighting are 50 percent more efficient than conventional ceiling fans.

· If half of all ceiling fans in the U.S. were ENERGY STAR qualified, the pollution prevented would be equivalent to the emissions from one million cars.

· Operate your ceiling fan on low-speed in the clockwise direction in the fall and winter to maximize air circulation and distribution of warm air inside your home. Most ceiling fans have a switch on the motor housing (center) of the fan. Flip it up or down so that when viewed from below, the blades turn in a clockwise direction. Like with any light, turn the fan off when you are not in the room. Enjoy year-round use and benefits of an ENERGY STAR qualified ceiling fan!

· Did you know that the average home has approximately 30 lights? By replacing the five most frequently used light fixtures in your home, or the bulbs in them, with models that have earned the ENERGY STAR, you can save more than $60 each year in energy costs while helping to protect the environment.

· If every U.S. household replaced their five most frequently used light fixtures or the bulbs in them with models that have earned the ENERGY STAR:

· We would save more than 800 billion kWh of energy and keep more than one trillion pounds of greenhouse gases out of the air [over the lifetime of the fixtures and bulbs]; 

· The change would save Americans more than $3 billion annually in electricity costs;
· Our annual energy savings would equate to the annual output of more than 21 power plants;

· Our annual energy savings could light more than 34 million U.S. homes; 

· We would collectively prevent air pollution equivalent to the emissions from 8 million cars.
