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Fast Facts: Monitor Power Management


The Basics:

· On average, computers are used four hours per business day but continue to consume energy, even when idle. Power management permits computer monitors to enter “sleep mode” during extended periods of inactivity.
· The 55 million computers and monitors in America use more electricity than all other forms of office equipment combined.  Computer monitors waste over $900 million in electricity per year because:
· 60 percent of computers and monitors are left on at night; and
· 40 percent of monitors are not enabled for power management.
· This electricity wasted is equivalent over 9 million tons of carbon dioxide emissions per year or the emissions of 1.5 million automobiles. 
· Energy Star requests that companies join the Million Monitor Drive – a campaign to activate monitor power management on one million computers – and receive at no cost:

· EZ Save software that enables monitor power management from a central location. 

· EZ Wizard software that allows end users to enable monitor power management on an individual computer in seconds.  

· Advice on how to incorporate organization-wide monitor power management during migration to Windows 2000.

· Marketing and educational materials to help inform employees
· Media package templates to publicize your participation in the program  
A Change for the Better:
· Energy Star has worked closely with [your organization] to enable the power management features on [number] computer monitors.  This initiative will save more than [# computers x 200 kWh/computer] kWh over the next year, or enough electricity to power [divide kWh by 866 kWh/per home] U.S. homes for one month. · Enough energy to power 230 U.S. households for one month; and
· CO2 reductions equal to preventing the emissions from 28 cars or planting 2 million square feet of trees.
